I. THE DELIVERANCE OF DEATH
1. It comes through the coming of our Lord Jesus into this world (Heb 2:14)
2. He took the form of humanity (flesh and blood) for you and I (2:14)

II. THE BENEFITS OF THE RESURRECTION
1. The preaching of Christ brings faith to men in knowing that death doesn’t has a hold on us (vs 14)

i) 14 And if Christ has not been raised, our preaching is useless and so is your faith.” “1* Y si
Cristo no ha resucitado, nuestra predicacion no sirve para nada, como tampoco la fe de
ustedes.

2. The resurrection of Jesus is hope that if he rose, then we also, will raise (vs. 15)

i) 15 Ain mas, resultariamos falsos testigos de Dios por haber testificado que Dios resucité a
Cristo, lo cual no habria sucedido, si en verdad los muertos no resucitan.” “15 More than that,
we are then found to be false witnesses about God, for we have testified about God that he
raised Christ from the dead. But he did not raise him if in fact the dead are not raised.

3. Through the victory of death, Christ has proven to us that there is forgiveness of sins (vs 17)

i) 17 And if Christ has not been raised, your faith is futile; you are still in your sins.” “17 y si

Cristo no resucito, vuestra fe es vana; auin estais en vuestros pecados.”
4. There is the assurance of a resurrection (vs. 21)

i) 2! Porque por cuanto la muerte entr6 por un hombre, también por un hombre la resurreccion
de los muertos.” “21 For since death came through a man, the resurrection of the dead
comes also through a man.”

5. It will bring us unto life (vs. 22)

i) 22 For as in Adam all die, so in Christ all will be made alive.” “*? Porque asi como en Adan

todos mueren, también en Cristo todos seran vivificados.
6. God takes dominion, authority and power from it (vs 24)

i) ?*Luego el fin, cuando entregue el reino al Dios y Padre, cuando haya suprimido todo dominio,
toda autoridad y potencia” “?4 Then the end will come, when he hands over the kingdom to
God the Father after he has destroyed all dominion, authority and power.

IIlI. THE POWER OF THE RESURRECTION
1. We take boldness from where there shouldn’t be any (vs. 30)

i) 3% And as for us, why do we endanger ourselves every hour?” “30 ;Y por qué nosotros

peligramos a toda hora?
2. Wedie every day (vs 31)

i) “310s aseguro, hermanos, por la gloria que de vosotros tengo en nuestro Sefior Jesucristo, que
cada dia muero.” “31 I die every day—I mean that, brothers—just as surely as I glory over
you in Christ Jesus our Lord.

3. We confront wild beasts (people) in this life (vs32)

i) 32 IfI fought wild beasts in Ephesus for merely human reasons, what have I gained? If the

dead are not raised, “Let us eat and drink, for tomorrow we die.” “3? Si como hombre batallé



en Efeso contra fieras, ;qué me aprovecha? Si los muertos no resucitan, comamos y bebamos,
porque mafiana moriremos.”
4. We are not mislead (vs 33)

i) “33 No erréis; las malas conversaciones corrompen las buenas costumbres.” “33 Do not be

misled: “Bad company corrupts good character.”
5. We stop sinning (vs 34)

i) “34 Come back to your senses as you ought, and stop sinning; for there are some who are
ignorant of God—I say this to your shame.” “3* Velad debidamente, y no pequéis; porque
algunos no conocen a Dios; para vergiienza vuestra lo digo.”

6. We are given a new body (vs 42)

i) %2 Asitambién es la resurreccion de los muertos. Se siembra en corrupcidn, resucitara en
incorrupcién.” “42 So will it be with the resurrection of the dead. The body that is sown is
perishable, it is raised imperishable;”
